Behind the Story

In 1962, an intrepid young filmmaker by the name of Larry Kent

shot, HASTINGS STREET, a 22 minute short, which is considered Canada’s first independent film.
When filming was wrapped Larry and DOP Richard Bellamy put the project aside,

and moved onto their first feature, “The Bitter Ash.”

“Hastings Street,” sat in Bellamy’s basement for 45 years until 2007
when it was resurrected and cut together. Since the original shoot used no sound equipment,
a new generation of actors were tasked with re- voicing the classic performances.

Inspired by the 1962 version, writer-director Andrew Moxham and writer-actor Shane Twerdun
have turned the original 22 minute short into a feature length screenplay.

With the help of producer Jeevin Johal and executive producer Larry Kent himself,
HASTINGS STREET is coming to life once again, more than 50 years after the original.
